Session 2: Moving from a global view to a grade level/content area is the focus of session 2. We will take a look at
best practices related to running grade level data teams, as well as various protocols for analyzing data. Participants
will leave with a sample data team workbook and ideas to help sustain and move their data discussion further along
for the benefit of student achievement and growth.
